County; Prairie Rivers of lowa RC&D coordinates the byway in Boone, Story and Marshall Counties,

and lowa Valley RC&D coordinates the byway from Tama County to the Mississippi River.

Each RC&D is forming councils of people interested in promoting and developing the Lincoln High-
way route through their communities. Upcoming projects include placing new signs to mark the route,
